South
Africa does not usually require a Visa. However some countries do require a
visa to enter Zimbabwe, most of the time these can be obtained at your port of
entry into Zimbabwe.

CITES PERMITS

Certain animal species will require a CITES (Convention on International
Trade in Endangered Species) permit for the import of the trophy into your
country of origin. We do not recommend applying for the permit before you
have harvested your desired trophy, after your safari you can apply as you will
then have the required documentation required from Chattaronga in order to
apply for your CITES permit.
